In 1911 his brother Percy was a 

jam factory hand. He enlisted in 

1915 and after his military service 

he married Alice Louisa Goody in 

4th Q 1921. He was the father of air 

cadet Colin Albert Hull who died in 

a flying accident in 1943 and of 
Flying Officer Owen Percy Hull who 

was lost over Norway in 1945. Alice 

died shortly afterwards, some say it 

was of a broken heart, but others 

say she wasn’t well in any case.

Born 1st Q 1870 in 

Heybridge he lived 

in Goldhanger 

Road and then 

moved to Great 

Totham by 1881. 

By 1891 he was 

working as a 

blacksmith and 

living as a lodger in 

5 Albert Street, 

Great Warley. 

1901 & 1911 

journeyman 

blacksmith. 

Charles died and 

was buried at St. 

Luke’s 27.07.1945. 

Emily was born 1st Q 1868 

and in 1871 lived at The 

Police Station, Castle 

Hedingham the home of 

her PC father. By 1881 the 

family was living near The 

Bird in Hand in east 

Street, Great Coggeshall, 

where her father was a 

police sergeant. In 1891, 

she was a domestic servant 

living at The Vicarage, 

Stock Lane, Ingatestone. 

The couple married in 1Q 

1892 registered at Maldon. 

They had 8 children, 2 of 

whom died. She died in
